April 1911, Athens

The Nazis invade Athens. Shortly afterwards the occupation troops enter the Archeological Museum,
only to find the museum completely empty.

One of the first things the Nazis did, upon invading Athens,
Greece in April 1941, was to visit the National Archeological Museum.

They were utterly shocked to find most of the room entirely
empty. After asking the few remaining archeologists where the ancient
artifacts could be found, they answered: “Inside the earth — as always”.

Half a year earlier, it became known that Germany was
considering to invade Greece. And it was then the Greeks decided to
bring a colossal project of hiding as many ancient artifacts as they
possibly cloud, in an attempt to save them from the Nazis, to life.

However, this was not happening only at the National
Archeological Museum, as almost the entirety of Greece participated,
including Olympia, Spart, Thessaloniki and some of the Greek islands.

Many volunteers joined in but the hardest aspects of the job
were handled by archeologists and academics exclusively. Some of the
most prominent figures of the project were Christos and Semni
Karouzos, Antonis Keramopoulos and others. There were also two
foreign archeologists with an important role in this, a British and -
interestingly enough - a German.

Most of the artifacts were usually hidden in basements under
the museums (filled with sand and covered with cement). Others were
hidden in caves of Acropolis and Philopappos. The golden artifacts
were hidden in the basement of the vault of the Bank of Greece.

Eventually, Germans did find out about the project. However,
as Hitler was fascinated by the Ancient Greek Culture, they did not
want to seem as if they did not acknowledge the importance of the
artifacts by seeking them and risking their destruction. In fact, it is said
that many of them were more impressed than angry at the Greeks. ‘
